The three departments at OTM
are the: (1) Health & Healing
Department, (2) Education &
Community Engagement
Department, and (3) Research &
Evaluation Department. These
work together to offer the

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SV4HJ program is a two-hour eight-
session peer support program for high
school students. This program aims to
engage in a collective generation of
knowledge of what self and community
care are, and to practice and
disseminate healing strategies to the
youth of Sonoma Valley. The emphasis

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RISE offers educational, vocational, ar
career counseling from experienced
career counselors for lower income and
BIPOC identified high school students.
RISE is unique in that it utilizes a social
justice approach to career counseling
and offers all coaching bilingually and
in Spanish.

iDALE! was launched in 2021 to create
conditions of empowerment for high
school students who seek to address
